Some highlights of the year, according to our
Sunday school teachers, include...

The first and second grade class learned what it
meant to depend on each other when they played a
game pretending a blanket was a raft in the water.
Everybody had to fit on the blanket and then they
got off and the teacher folded the blanket in half
and again they had to all fit on that smaller blanket.
Then she folded it in half again so it was one-eighth

the size it once was.

“By the time we stopped, we were all holding each
other, and the blanket was as small as a pillow,”
reported teacher Linda Sawyer.

The third, fourth and fifth graders have been
learning more about what is in the Bible and

how one goes about finding Bible passages. For
instance, the day after Halloween they searched for
Revelations 21:1-6. “They do all like finding things
in the Bible,” reported teacher Julia Stenzel.

Preschool and Kindergarten children had a chance
to make bread — or do some of the steps involved
in making bread — with the help of teacher
Kathryn Stambaugh, who used baking bread as

a metaphor in a lesson about change. Then the
children served the bread to each other. This class
also loves reading stories together.

A highlight for all the elementary grade students
was learning music with Larry Marietta and then
performing as a group during the October 25th
worship service. Even children who aren’t sure they
want to be in a choir seemed to like the opportunity
to sing for the congregation — and be appreciated
for it! Everybody clapped! Teachers Margie
Groeninger and Kris Veldheer helped the children

learn the words.
