Psalm 22:1 – My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? (Psalm of rage)

Psalm 23 – Especially the verse “Though I walk through the valley of death, I fear no evil”.



(Ps. 23 is also a favorite of Phyllis Holmes.)
Psalm 25:4-5 – Show me your ways, O LORD, teach me your paths. Guide me in your truths and 

  teach me, for you are God, my Savior, and my hope is in you all day long.
Psalm 25:4-18 – Sorrow & humility 
Psalm 27:4 - One thing I ask of the LORD, this is what I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to gaze upon the beauty of the LORD and to seek him in his temple.
Psalm 46:10 -  Be still and know that I am God.

Psalm 85:10 – King James Version     - Mercy and truth are met together, 

     Righteousness and peace have kissed each other.

Psalm 90 – All of it.
Psalm 100  -  All of it.
Psalm 121    - I will lift up my eyes (in dread). From whence cometh my help? From the Lord. 

From love, compassion, forebearance.

Psalm 121:   - I will lift up mine eyes unto the hills, from whence cometh my help.

My help cometh from the LORD, which made heaven and earth.

The LORD shall preserve thy going out and thy coming in from this time forth, and for evermore.

Psalm 139

Psalm 139:13 – You knit me together in my mother’s womb.

Proverbs 3:5-6 – Put all your trust in the LORD and do not rely on your own understanding. 

    Think of him/her in all your ways, and he/she will smooth your path.

2 Corinthians 3:1-6 – Verse 2: You yourselves are our letter, written on our hearts, known and read 
by everybody. 3You show that you are a letter from Christ, the result of our ministry, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human hearts

2 Corinthians 3:18  -   And we, who with unveiled faces all reflect the Lord's glory, are being 

transformed into his likeness with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.

2 Corinthians 4:6  -    For the same God who said, ‘Out of darkness let light shine,’ has caused his light to shine within us, to give the light of revelation – the revelation of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
